REPORT ON THE RECONCILIATION GATHERI NG
IN BRCKO (BiH) ON THE 10 -11 MARCH 2008

It was obvious to me (Andrew) right from the start, that the enemy did not want this
gathering to take place. As | went about meeting with various people from the BiH, | met
with a very big degree of disinterest, if not outright resistance to the whole idea of
reconciliation. It was only | ast Novembe
gathering finally began to take shape. The leaders from BiH realized that something
significant took place in Vukovar, a gathering that they deliberately stayed away from and
now they wanted the same thing for themselves.

The obstacles and resistance continued on right up to the start of the gathering. Sickness,

motor car accidents, unexplained inabilities to make contact and so on were the tools that
the enemy used to disrupt and frustrate what God wanted to achieve in Brcko.

When we finally all got together , there were some thirty of us. There were Pastors and
leaders there from Boshia, Herzegovina and Republika Srpska. Also by invitation, there
were some of us present who took an active part in the Reconciliation gathering in Vukovar
in 2006.

It must be stated that right from the start everyone present came with an attitude of
expectancy and a real desire to hear what Godwas saying. There was a willingness to do
whatever was necessary to, once and for all, break the vicious circle of hatred and
unforgiveness and to begin establishing a spirit of love acceptance and respect for each
otheros diff er enc e ®nemyna fusthredopportunity to speadyblooddned
across these lands.

As the gathering went on peopleds hearts
