Report on Srco kret  Youth Conference -  Zagreb, May 1 -4,2008  
 
 

 Srcokret, a play on the Croatian word for Sunflower, means Turning Hearts. 

 More than 1150 young people from all over the former Yugoslavia, gathered 

together over this historic event to acknowledge their common roots and 

their unity in Jesus Christ. It was the first time that anything like this had 

ever taken place anywhere in what was once Yugoslavia. 

 They sung and worshiped and went out into the streets of Zagreb, the 

capital of Croatia, to proclaim the Name of Jesus and to bring light and hope 

to many. 

 The city of Zagreb donated all the food for the four days, which went a long 

way towards meeting the budget of nearly 60,000 Euros. By the final night, 

the budget was fully met.  Praise God. 

 The mayor of Zagreb thanked the youth for bringing a message of hope to 

the city. The Catholic Bishop welcomed young people and said that he 

appreciated the Holy Spirit in them, and the minister of education, sports 

and youth, sent an SMS message wishing the gathering every success and 

asking the young people to pray for him.   

 Hundreds of young people answered an altar call to make them selves 

available to stand for peace and go anywhere to serve God.
