REPORT ON THE PRESENT POLITICAL SITUATION 

 
BOSNIA & HERZEGOVINA 

 
Under the Dayton Agreement which brought to an end the hostilities in Bosnia & 

Herzegovina (BiH) in 1996 these hotly contested territories, BiH was divided into a 

Serbian part, called Republika Srpska,  and a Croatian and Muslim part in form of a 
federation. Sarajevo is the capitol of the Federation. This arrangement resulted in a 

fair degree of stability, although at present there are still some 30,000 UN 
PROTECTION FORCE soldiers present in the area. 

However, the presidents of both Republika Srpska(RS) and the Federation, one a 
Serb and the other  a Muslim are now looking at ways of breaking up the Dayton 

agreement, which would bring great instability to the whole region of the former 

Yugoslavia. It is no wonder that we are meeting with such resistance for our 
planned gathering in Sarajevo, the enemy does not want us there, as the gathering 

would in fact be one of the means of breaking the spiritual strongholds over the 
place.   

 

CROATIA 
 

There have recently been two mafia style killings in Zagreb, one a shooting in broad 
daylight and the other a bombing, with both victims having direct or indirect 

contacts with the underworld. It looks that at last the government has been forced 

to address the question of corruption on the deep penetration of the underworld, 
into all spheres of society. This is also causing great instability in this country.
